COLLEGE/TECHNICAL & GRADUATE STUDENTS MUST

•	Be currently enrolled in a degree program at an accredited technical program, college, 
or university.

•	Submit a copy of your acceptance letter if you are entering a graduate program or 
transferring to a different school in the fall of 2009.
